Before you start:

Think about how many colors you want to make! You
will either need to make several batches or divide your
ingredients into smaller batches.

Color Mixing:
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6 = number of drops of color to create desired shade
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WET INGREDIENTS FIRST!
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Add conditioner£0 a bow I Then
stir in a féw drops of food coloring
_to dye your batch the desired color.

If you don't have
food color, don't
worry! You can
color it with markers
after kneading!
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DRY INGREDIENTS NEXT!

STEP 3

Using your spoon, mix your
cornstarch in with the wet ingredients.
ir until thick or crumbly!
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STEP 4

Knead the dough with your 4
until it feels LIGHT andF
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if it's too crumbly, add a little more conditioner
if it's too gooey, add a little more cornstarch
